 T ogether with friends I watched in horror and 

disbelief as the images were released of the destruction 
caused by the recent earthquake, Tsunami and nuclear 
crises in Japan. The question in many minds was why God 
would permit this abrupt tragedy and loss of life.  
 

 In Luke chapter 13:1 to 5, someone asked Jesus the 
same question regarding a tragedy of that era that had 
made the local headlines. “Now there were some present at 
that time who told Jesus about the Galileans whose blood 
Pilate had mixed with their sacrifices. Jesus answered, "Do 
you think that these Galileans were worse sinners than all 
the other Galileans because they suffered this way? I tell 
you, no! But unless you repent, you too will all perish. Or 
those eighteen who died when the tower in Siloam fell on 
them ñ do you think they were more guilty than all the 
others living in Jerusalem? I tell you, no! But unless you 
repent, you too will all perish ” (NIV).   
 
 The question is not, “Why does God permit 
tragedy?” but rather the exclamation, “What great mercy 
that any of us are spared!”We are no better or worse than 
those who have suffered such catastrophes. We have all 
broken God’s laws and deserve His justice. Jesus calls all 

to repentance. 
 
 The only thing that counts is right relationship with 
Jesus Christ. Our life on this planet is a trial run in which 
we are to prepare for eternity. Everyone shall ultimately 
stand before God, the Judge of all humanity. If we have 
been granted the grace to live, it is for His glory. We are 
reminded in 1 John 2:28, “…abide in him; that, when he 
shall appear, we may have confidence, and not be ashamed 
before him at his coming .”

 I n early April I had 

the privilege to preach for 
the first time in 
Luxembourg. The banking 
industry is the main 

employer in this tiny nation 
of about 500,000 
inhabitants. Although it boasts a very high standard of 
living, the spiritual condition is staggering—with only a 
miniscule number of evangelical believers. 
 
 However, in nearly every service people responded 
to the simple message of the gospel. Many testified of 
receiving healing, help and encouragement in answer to 
prayer.  
 
 Again, I had the opportunity to minister in several 
cities in France, particularly in the Northwest corner of 
Normandy, and in central France. I found a real hunger for 
the Word of God. I was also pleasantly surprised by the 
response even in the mid-week services, as the people 
came from everywhere. In one city we had a country-
gospel evening. The songs and message of hope caused 

many to respond.  
 
 In several places, both in France and Switzerland 
we could have special 
women’s fellowship 
services. It was wonderful 
to gather with women to 
share our hope in Christ, as 
well pray with many who 
came for spiritual 
refreshing and renewal.
