T he evening service was to be in the town thirty-five kilometers

away. Everything was well organized and packed in the car in
excellent time. In fact, my effective planning meant I would
arrive early. I was priding myself on my efficiency as I drove
along. Then one kilometer from the church I realized I had
forgotten the key! There was absolutely no honest way into that
building without that five centimeter piece of metal! There was
no recourse but to return the thirty-five kilometers, get the key,
and — driving like fury arrive very nearly late!
