My mother’s most important purpose in life
was to please her Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. Her
life glowed with the fruits of the Spirit and powerfully
impacted everyone who knew her.

Although the profound sense of loss will take time to
heal, I rejoice knowing she had not experienced great discomfort, and |
that she was filled with the peace of God. Only hours before her
passing she clearly saw and described the angels surrounding her to
those with her in the room.
